Terry Werling made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as mailed.       Dave Cheviron seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Steve McMichael made a motion to read for the second time by title only an Ordinance Establishing a LOIT Special Distribution Fund. The Clerk Treasurer then read for the third and final time by title only Ordinance G-16-04 an Ordinance Establishing a LOIT Special Distribution Fund.  

The Presiding Officer declared Ordinance G-16-04 to have passed.

Under any other business that may properly come before the Council Steve McMichael thanked the Canal Day Festival Committee for another successful year.  Craig Dellinger said the Bandshell should be completed within the next couple weeks so it will be done before the July 7, 2016 150th Year Anniversary Party.  

Under public comments Rhonda Jump, 1548 Deveron Drive, said she has family on West Street where speeding is a big issue.  She said during Canal Days they parked cars in the street which seemed to deter the speeding some.  Rhonda told the Council Members there was only one speed limit sign for the southbound traffic and no sign for traffic heading north.  Keith Schlegel, Director of Engineering said he would look into getting another speed limit sign.  Keith also suggested Rhonda contact Police Chief McKinnon regarding the speeding.  Rhonda said there is a massive hole in the street at the bend where Deveron Drive and Orkney Street meet.  Keith said he would speak with the Utility Superintendent about getting the hole repaired.  Joyce Hetrick, 206 Hartzell Road told the Council Members how disappointed she was in the City’s offer of $2,225.00 for a section of her family’s land on the corner of Hartzell Road and Parrot Road.  Joyce said the deed survey was not correct and she consulted with an engineer and was told the way the plan is it will put water on their land.  Joyce said she will not sell the corner of her family’s land for $2,225.00 and the City will have to pay a lot more if they want it.  Craig Dellinger told Joyce that Council has no authority in this matter and did not know anything about it until they received her letter the day before.  Craig said the reason for the project is due to the visibility issue for the trucks turning the corner to go to Central States.  There has been an increase in truck traffic on Parrot Road since the Maplecrest Road has been completed.  Joyce said she is working on getting the weeds cut down on the corner and asked why they could not just move the pole which would probably solve the problem.  Keith Schlegel said the pole is scheduled to be moved next month.  Keith said they followed the normal guidelines for the appraisal process and there was a survey completed.  Keith said they asked Joyce Hetrick and David Yant for approximately 0.138 acre of their property for $2,225.00.  Keith said he does not see the potential problem of water draining onto their property due to the proposed project.  Joyce said she would like to see the pole moved and the project dropped.  Keith said if they cannot come to a price agreement then they will probably delete the project from this year’s street improvement projects, but he will run it past Mayor McDonald.  Rhonda Jump asked if there could be a turn signal at the traffic light heading south on Werling Road to turn left onto SR 930.  Keith provided Rhonda a contact name regarding her question.
