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MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE COMMON COUNCIL 
OF THE CITY OF NEW HAVEN, INDIANA  

The Common Council of the City of New Haven, Indiana, met at the City Administration Building on the 10th day of May at the hour of 7:00 p.m. in regular session in accordance with the rules of the council.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Terry McDonald who presided.    

On call of the roll, the members of the Common Council were shown to be present or absent as follows:

Terry Werling made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as mailed.       Dave Cheviron seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Title VI Statement

The first item on the agenda under new business was the consideration of Declaratory Resolution Designating Certain Real Estate in Section 7 of Jefferson Township as an Economic Revitalization Area for Cablecraft Motion Controls LLC.  Rachel Black from the Department of Planning Services said Cablecraft Motions Controls LLC is requesting designation of an economic revitalization for the property located at 2110 Summit Street.  Rachel said Cablecraft Motion Controls, LLC is requesting an abatement of personal property and based on the points system they are eligible for a five year abatement.  She said they were two points from being eligible for the seven year abatement so it was decided to put both projections in the packet so Council could make the decision.  The total investment is $1,104,000.00 in equipment and is projected to create two new jobs with a retention of eighty-one jobs.  The annual salary for both of the new jobs is a little over $89,000.00.  Rachel said as a result of the tax abatement Cablecraft Motion Controls, LLC would save $41,033.00 with the five year abatement and $51,438.00 with a seven year abatement.  Rachel said the Declaratory Resolution is being brought before Council and if passed a public hearing will need to be scheduled.  Rachel introduced Christopher Carmien from Cablecraft Motions Controls.  Christopher said Cablecraft Motion Control has been a long standing company in the New Haven area.  He said the New Haven facility mostly makes mechanical linkages and they are looking to bring in new business by producing a machine product that will go with the suspension for heavy duty trucks which will still require skilled labor.  Dave Cheviron asked if it were possible to bring in additional jobs down the road other than the two new jobs now.  Christopher said it could be possible depending whether they can get additional volume from other truck manufacturers or not.  If the volume does increase they would be looking at adding an additional shift.  Terry Werling said he was impressed with the benefits Cablecraft Motion Controls offer their employees which shows they are invested in their employees.  Christopher said they are a company that likes to maintain their employees and many of them have ten plus years.  Steve McMichael made a motion to approve a seven year equipment abatement for Cablecraft Motion Controls.  Terry Werling seconded the motion.  Floyd Ball said he would be in favor of the five year equipment abatement because that is the points they earned and he did not want to set a precedence with other companies.  The motion was approved by the following vote:
