The Common Council of the City of New Haven, Indiana, met at the City Administration Building on the 26th day of July at the hour of 7:00 p.m. in regular session in accordance with the rules of the council.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Terry McDonald who presided.    

On call of the roll, the members of the Common Council were shown to be present or absent as follows:

Terry Werling made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as mailed.       Dave Cheviron seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Title VI Statement

The first item on the agenda under new business was a public hearing regarding an Additional Appropriation for the CEDIT Fund in the amount of $600,000.00. Mayor McDonald opened up the public hearing asking if anyone had any comments. Hearing or seeing no one wishing to speak he closed the public hearing. The Mayor then introduced the Resolution for an Additional Appropriation for the CEDIT Fund #11. Clerk Treasurer Brenda Adams explained to Council this additional appropriation was to replace the appropriation from the CEDIT Fund we transferred to the Rainy Day Fund for the road grant at the June 28th meeting. Steve McMichael made a motion to number and read by title only the Resolution for an Additional Appropriation for the CEDIT Fund #11. Floyd Ball seconded the motion and the motion was approved by the following vote:

 The Clerk Treasurer then numbered the Resolution R-16-11 and read by title only a Resolution for an Additional Appropriation for the CEDIT Fund #11.

The Presiding Officer declared Resolution R-16-11 to have passed.

Next item on the agenda was the approval of a $500.00 donation made for the National Night Out. The Police Department applied for and received a $500.00 donation from Target to purchase items for the Departments National Night Out which will be held August 2nd from 6:00p.m. to 8:00p.m. at Schnelker Park. Terry Werling made a motion to accept the donation from Target in the amount of $500.00 for expenses for the New Haven Police Departments National Night Out. Dave Cheviron seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Next on the agenda was the approval to correct a scrivener’s error on Ordinance G-15-11 An Ordinance Establishing Bonds and Liability Protection for City Employees. The error in question listed the Deputy Court Clerk as who the bond was supposed to be for; where it should of read Court Clerk-bond amount $15,000.00. Floyd Ball seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Fire Department for the help Truck #17 gave them at the 1913 building. He also thanked Police Chief McKinnon for coming on his radio show to talk about back to school safety and home security. Jim Smith with Republic Services gave Council a six month overview of the trash and recycle tonnage and said Republic is now servicing 4927 homes in New Haven for trash and 1443 of those also have recycling.
